1 x 15” Drum fill 

 

Ideal Monitoring on Stage: 

24/8 Monitor-mixer 

4 x 15” Wedges 

2 x 15” Drum fill 

2 x PA-Stack Side fill 

In case we monitor via FOH, the stage plan has to be adapted to the location.

Light: 

Fog ok, moody lightning, be creative!         please no typical RED YELLOW and GREEN. 

 

Mixing Guide: 

We are playing bass heavy Dub. Drum and Bass is emphasized. Mixer Channels: Vocal Samples are 

as important as a Lead Vocal so keep them audible! Take care of the FX channels of the Mixer! 

All mixer outs are post-fader! 

Lead Vox: some plate reverb and delay! 

If the FOH engineer digs what we are doing, then you are welcome to do some dub FX on the Drums 

and Vocal.

Ali: Basic Drum Kit Tama or Yamaha:  

Bass Drum, 1x Snare+Stand, 2 Toms, 1 Floor Tom, 1 single Timbale on Snare Stand, 2x Crash 

Cymbals+Stands, Hi Hat Cymbals + Hi Hat Stand, 1 Drum Throne

Table that could hold a 19” Rack Mixer plus a Laptop on the left side:
